Gavi 6.0 targets finalised

Despite the financially constrained environment within which the Alliance is operating, Gavi's Board agreed
to maintain the ambition to reach 500 million more children, prevent an additional 89 million deaths,
support a further 10% reduction in under-five mortality and unlock more than US$ 100 billion in economic
benefits. Achieving these targets will require continued engagement with sovereign and philanthropic
donors to close the funding gap for Gavi 6.0.

In the meantime, innovative financing mechanisms that enable flexible liquidity will be key to delivering
Gavi 6.0 in an era of volatility. In this spirit, the Board approved the extension of the European Investment
Bank (EIB) Frontloading Facility until end 2026, as well as Gavi’s ability to draw down up to €500 million
from the Facility, backed by donor pledges, to ensure continuity of core Gavi activities...

Renewed focus on country ownership, fragile contexts

A number of measures were also passed that will strengthen country ownership of immunisation
programmes. These included new policies on country vaccine budgets and co-financing for preventive
vaccination campaigns, both of which have been tailored to provide the highest levels of support for
countries and contexts with the greatest need. The approach to campaigns will also prioritise, where
feasible, digital payments as the default mechanism for health worker payments to avoid delays, misuse
and other risks. In line with the principle to prioritise the needs of the most vulnerable, the Board agreed to
use cases for its new approach to support fragile and humanitarian contexts. During 6.0, this will include up
to US$ 100 million for potential waivers of co-financing requirements as well as the implementation of a
“Gavi Resilience Mechanism” — a dedicated fund of US$ 250 million set aside to address unforeseen needs
in these settings, including outbreaks not covered by existing mechanisms such as stockpiles...

Enhanced support for African vaccine manufacturing

The Board confirmed enhanced support for sustainable African vaccine manufacturing, approving the use of
an additional US$ 189 million — beyond the US$ 1 billion dedicated to Gavi's African Vaccine Manufacturing
Accelerator (AVMA) — to strengthen demand for African-made vaccines and support critical ecosystem
strengthening activities. The majority of this financing — US$ 139 million — will be dedicated to buying
African-made vaccines, which will simultaneously supplement Gavi's vaccine procurement budget. An
additional US$ 50 million in targeted financing will support three partners — the Africa Centres for Disease
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Control and Prevention (Africa CDC), African Medicines Agency (AMA) and WHO — who will work together
to address barriers to the accelerated development of a vaccine manufacturing ecosystem on the continent.

Gavi launches new supply chain strategy to boost vaccine availability and reach remote
communities

1 July 2026

:: New immunisation Supply Chain Strategy seeks to build on recent years’ momentum and help
countries ensure vaccines reliably reach people safely, reliably and on time — including under-served
communities.

:: Efforts in areas such as real-time cold chain monitoring are helping protect more than US$ 1.7 billion
worth of vaccines each year, with one in six children globally benefitting, while private sector
partnerships are improving efficiency and delivery performance.

:: Through closer alignment of systems and operations, Gavi and partners are implementing a “merger
at the last mile,” where global health initiatives bring together their distinct activities into a unified
approach.

WOAH launches Wildlife Health Strategy 2026—2030 to strengthen prevention,

surveillance systems and rapid response capacities
World Organisation for Animal Health

News 3 July 2026

During its 93 General Session in May, the World Organisation for Animal Health (WOAH) has launched
its new Wildlife Health Strategy 20262030, to reaffirm the importance of wildlife

health surveillance systems as a cornerstone of global health security ,

biodiversity conservation and resilient ecosystems under an integrated health approach.

Following the achievements of the Wildlife Health Framework (2021-2025), the new Strategy outlines a
more focused and operational roadmap to support WOAH Members in preventing, detecting and
responding to health risks at the human, animal, environment interface.

In a context marked by increasing interactions between humans, domestic animals and
wildlife, WOAH is positioning wildlife health as a strategic global priority.

The Strategy is organised around three main objectives to strengthen governance of wildlife
health systems, improve scientific knowledge and risk analysis based policies and sustainable,
integrated multisectoral wildlife heath surveillance systems, this new Strategy has focus areas on
surveillance systems, addressing health risk in wildlife trade and support upstream
prevention efforts to reduce the risk of disease emergence...

WOAH Wildlife Health Strategy (2026—2030): Vision and Strategic Intent

The vision: Healthy animals, resilient ecosystems and a safer planet

In an era of increasing pressures driven by land-use change, climate change, illegal or unsustainable
wildlife trade and intensifying human—animal (both wild and domestic)—environment interactions,
promoting wildlife health and strengthening wildlife health resilience are essential to preventing disease
emergence, protecting wildlife biodiversity and safeguarding global health.

The impact: WOAH, its Members and health networks are empowered to protect wildlife
health

WOAH is committed to advancing a holistic and preventive approach to animal health that fully
integrates wildlife within the broader One Health approach. This requires strengthened
collaboration between Veterinary Services, public health authorities, environmental agencies and
conservation actors to address health risks at their source. While Veterinary Services remain central to
the prevention and management of animal disease risks, their effectiveness depends on stronger

Ebola disease caused by Bundibugyo virus, Democratic Republic of the Congo & Uganda

3 July 2026

Situation at a glance

The Bundibugyo virus disease (BVD) outbreak in the Democratic Republic of the Congo
continues to evolve rapidly, with sustained transmission and increasing numbers of
reported cases. As of 1 July, a cumulative of 1460 confirmed cases, including 452 deaths, have been
reported from the Democratic Republic of the Congo. As of 2 July, Uganda has reported 20 confirmed
cases including two deaths, as well as one probable case who has died. In addition, on 24 June 2026,
French authorities notified WHO of a laboratory-confirmed case of Ebola disease caused by Bundibugyo
virus in a medical doctor returning from the Democratic Republic of the Congo. In Uganda, the
outbreak remains epidemiologically linked to transmission originating in the Democratic Republic of the
Congo, with evidence of both imported infections and secondary transmission among contacts and
healthcare workers. Uganda has not reported any new cases since 21 June 2026. National authorities
in the two affected countries, in collaboration with WHO and partners, are implementing an extensive
set of response measures. A regional preparedness and prioritization framework continues to guide
readiness activities across the African Region...

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WHO risk assessment

On 6 June 2026, WHO reassessed the risk of the outbreak of BVD to incorporate newly available
information and align with the WHO Temporary Recommendations. The risk for countries sharing land
borders with countries with documented Bundibugyo virus (BVDV) detection, currently the Democratic
Republic of the Congo and Uganda, has been separated out from the risk for other countries in the
African Region.

The risk in the Democratic Republic of the Congo remains assessed as very high due to
ongoing transmission and the continued expansion of the outbreak into new health zones, increasing
the potential for further national and regional spread.

The risk in Uganda is assessed as high due to confirmed cross-border spread through imported
cases and ongoing epidemiological links along the eastern Democratic Republic of the Congo—western
Uganda corridor, historically affected by Ebola outbreaks, including Bundibugyo and Sudan virus
disease outbreaks.

The risk for countries with land borders adjoining countries with documented BDBV
detection is assessed as high due to sustained population mobility linked to cross-border trade and
mining activities, variation in capacities and experience of BVD response, and variable levels of
readiness.

The risk for the rest of the Africa region and at the global level is assessed as low.

WHO advice

WHO advises against any restriction of travel to, or trade with, the Democratic Republic of
the Congo or Uganda based on the currently available information. WHO continues to closely
monitor and, where necessary, verify travel and trade measures in relation to this event.

For further information on the considerations for implementing border health and international travel-
related temporary recommendations, please see the relevant technical note issued on 26 May 2026.

The Temporary Recommendations issued to State Parties on 22 May 2026 underscore the importance
of coordinated outbreak control, enhanced cross-border collaboration, and sustained surveillance and
preparedness to prevent further regional spread and ensure an effective public health response.

WHO has convened several technical advisory groups, including the Strategic Advisory
Group of Experts on Immunization (SAGE) to assess candidate vaccines and therapeutics
for BVD. Key recommendations made are available in the news release published on 28 May 2026.

WHO adds first diagnostic test for Ebola Bundibugyo virus to its Emergency Use Listing
2 July 2026 News release

Today, the World Health Organization (WHO) has added the first molecular diagnostic test for
Bundibugyo virus (BDBV) to its Emergency Use Listing (EUL). The test detects the virus by
identifying its genetic material in blood samples, helping confirm infection rapidly and
accurately.
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WHO'’s EUL procedure assesses the quality, safety and performance of essential health products
based on the available evidence, while ensuring they meet minimum international standards and
address the needs of low- and middle-income countries.

Through this mechanism, WHO aims to accelerate access to reliable diagnostic tools for early case
detection, timely clinical care, disease surveillance and effective outbreak response. The EUL also
supports United Nations procurement agencies and governments in making informed decisions about
the procurement and use of these products in public health emergency settings...

Patient enrolment begins in a scientific trial to identify the first effective treatments for
Bundibugyo virus disease

2 July 2026 News release Geneva/Oxford/Ituri

In a major international effort to evaluate potential treatments for Ebola disease due to Bundibugyo
virus (BVD), the PARTNERS clinical trial has opened enrolment today for patients in the Democratic
Republic of the Congo.

The PARTNERS (Platform Adaptive Randomised Trial for New and Repurposed Filovirus
TreatmentS) trial will assess whether two antiviral therapies — a monoclonal antibody
(MBP134) and remdesivir — can improve survival among people diagnosed with BVD. It will also
evaluate whether combining the two antivirals provides additional benefits.

The trial, sponsored by the World Health Organization (WHO), has been coordinated by the Institut
National de Recherche Biomédicale (INRB) in the Democratic Republic of the Congo, the
Institute of Tropical Medicine in Belgium, and the University of Oxford in the United
Kingdom, in collaboration with international research, clinical and humanitarian partners, and
supported by Africa CDC...

These treatments were selected for the trial by the WHO Technical Advisory Group after a
thorough review of scientific evidence, including preclinical research and safety data, and evidence
from previous outbreak responses. People enrolled in the clinical trial will be provided with close
support and follow-up for at least 28 days after enrolment...

The trial has been established as a platform trial, which allows for additional treatments to
be added as they become available following assessment by the WHO Technical Advisory Group...

The randomized, controlled trial is enrolling patients of any age with confirmed BVD. The
participating treatment units will provide patients with early supportive care, including oral or
intravenous fluids, electrolyte replacement, oxygen support, blood pressure management, and pain
control in line with WHO treatment guidelines...

The trial is being delivered in partnership with the Ministry of Public Health of the
Democratic Republic of the Congo, ALIMA (The Alliance for International Medical Action)
and outbreak response teams from Médecins Sans Frontiéres (MSF). The study data will be
regularly reviewed by an independent data and safety monitoring board.

The PARTNERS trial is expected to assess whether monoclonal antibodies and antiviral
therapies can improve outcomes for patients with BVD and reduce mortality in affected
communities. It is designed to operate seamlessly across multiple outbreaks, providing a sustainable
research platform to generate evidence on safe and effective treatments for Ebola and Marburg
diseases

Community Engagement Should be Prioritised in Bundibugyo Ebola Outbreak Fight
3 July 2026

One month after the declaration of the 2026 Bundibugyo Ebola outbreak as both a global and
continental public health emergency, transmission continues to expand in eastern Democratic
Republic of Congo (DRC) and Uganda despite substantial response efforts. As of 14 June
2026, there were 827 confirmed cases and 194 deaths, with Ituri Province in DRC accounting for more
than 91% of infections. Although 6,835 contacts have been identified, the relatively low case-to-
contact ratio suggests that many transmission chains remain undetected.

The article in Nature argues that the outbreak is being sustained not only by
epidemiological factors but also by insufficient community engagement. Because there are
no highly effective vaccines or therapeutics for Bundibugyo Ebola virus disease, outbreak control
depends on fundamental public health measures such as early case detection, isolation,
contact tracing, infection prevention and control, and safe burials. These interventions are
only effective when communities trust and actively participate in the response. Evidence of weak
community trust includes patients leaving treatment or isolation facilities due to fear, misinformation,
or dissatisfaction with care.

The authors argue that decentralizing outbreak response to the health zone and district
levels is essential for making communities the driving force of Ebola control. Local actors
and community leaders should be empowered to identify gaps, tailor interventions to local needs,
combat misinformation, and build public trust.

In Kinshasa, President Tshisekedi Leads Ebola Response Push as President Ramaphosa

Brings African Solidarity
2 July 2026

Africa CDC-convened engagement at INRB focuses on faster coordination, resource mobilisation and
support to affected areas

KINSHASA, Democratic Republic of the Congo, 2 July 2026 — The President of the Democratic Republic
of the Congo, H.E. Mr Félix Antoine Tshisekedi Tshilombo, today welcomed the President of the
Republic of South Africa, H.E. Mr Cyril Ramaphosa, to the Institut National de Recherche Biomédicale in
Kinshasa for a high-level meeting focused on accelerating the Ebola response in the DRC and
mobilising African support around the country.

The meeting, convened by Africa CDC in support of the DRC authorities, brought together the two
Heads of State, Africa CDC Director General Dr Jean Kaseya, and senior representatives of
the World Health Organization, the World Bank, the European Union, the United Kingdom
and other partners engaged in the response.

“The Government is closely monitoring the situation on a daily basis and is taking the necessary
measures to protect our population, prevent the spread of the disease and preserve the health security
of neighbouring countries,” said President Félix Tshisekedi. “This outbreak reminds us that health
security is closely linked to peace and human security in areas affected by armed conflict.
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Insecurity weakens prevention, epidemiological surveillance and the capacity of public
health actors to respond rapidly.”

President Tshisekedi stressed that the simultaneous outbreaks in the DRC and Uganda demonstrate the
need for a coordinated regional response based on shared responsibility. He also welcomed South
Africa’s continued support and thanked international partners, including South Africa, Africa CDC, the
World Health Organization, UNICEF, the United States and China, for supporting the national
response...

The political message of the meeting was strong: the DRC is leading the response, and the
DRC is not alone.

The Minister of Health of the DRC presented the epidemiological situation and the immediate priorities
of the national response. The Minister of Humanitarian Affairs outlined urgent needs in affected areas.
Partners provided updates on support already deployed, commitments under way and remaining gaps.

Africa CDC presented the status of continental coordination, including actions taken with neighbouring
countries to strengthen regional preparedness, support points of entry, improve surveillance and
reduce the risk of cross-border spread...

The joint Africa CDC—WHO continental preparedness and response plan estimates Ebola
and health response needs at US$518 million. Commitments announced exceed this
amount, but only 21% of funds had been released according to data presented. The priority
now is to turn commitments into rapid operational support for teams on the ground, affected
communities, clinical trials, surveillance, laboratories, points of entry and regional preparedness.

“Ebola moves fast. Africa must move faster,” said Dr Kaseya. "The financing exists. The
commitments exist. They must now reach the places where they save lives.”

Joint Statement

Accelerating Action for Pandemic Preparedness in 2026: Joint Statement by IPPS, CEPI,
FIND, DNDi and Unitaid

June 30, 2026 UPDATE: 30th June 2026

The ongoing Bundibugyo ebolavirus (BDBV) outbreak is a stark reminder that the global threat
landscape is dynamic and unpredictable. It shows that future infectious disease and pandemic risks
cannot be fully anticipated and that preparedness must extend within and across viral families,
including those that are rare or historically neglected.

Despite significant progress made since the 2014-2016 Ebola outbreak, this BDBV
outbreak exposes persistent gaps in research and development, limited surge capacity,
and the absence of ready-to-deploy medicines, vaccines or diagnostics — as set out in the
100 Days Mission BDBV tracker. These weaknesses slow our ability to respond at scale. Africa CDC and
WHO’s_joint continental preparedness and response plan demonstrates strong regional leadership and
provides an important foundation for coordinated action. We also welcome the recent commitment by
G7 leaders to a unified response to BDBV, as well as the forthcoming G20 discussions in October,
which together signal growing political momentum. This creates a critical window to convert political
attention into sustained, practical action.
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The UN High-Level Meeting Political Declaration on Pandemic Prevention, Preparedness,
and Response (PPPR) should recognise BDBV as a clear example of why preparedness
must be strengthened across emerging and re-emerging pathogens. It should broaden
commitment to support and fund the necessary elements to accelerating the current response to save
lives quickly, mitigate economic disruption, and make innovations accessible, while aligning on new
multilateral goals and funding requests that enable the development, authorisation, manufacturing and
equitable delivery of diagnostics, therapeutics and vaccines.. This should include access conditions built
into the R&D process as a key design feature, not an afterthought, immediate access to pipeline
candidates for clinical trials, and robust post-trial access commitments.

As reminded by the 100 Days Mission, this is urgent and such commitments are critical to
translate political intent into practical action and financing. We must ensure systems and
funding mechanisms are in place to rapidly generate evidence about and scale new tools for current
and future outbreaks. We stand ready to support Member States with technical expertise throughout
the negotiations to help deliver an ambitious, actionable and implementable Political Declaration.

Ebola (Bundibugyo) Day 45 — Tracking Progress on Medical Countermeasures

IPPS July 1, 2026

Day 45 of the 100 Days Mission Ebola Clock (major update)

The 100 Days Mission (100DM) clock for Bundibugyo ebolavirus (BDBV) started on 18 May 2026, following
WHOQ's declaration of the outbreak as a public health emergency of international concern (PHEIC). Africa
CDC declared a Public Health Emergency of Continental Security (PHECS) the following day.

Leading up to Day 100 on 25 August, we continue to provide updates every 15 days
(alternating between minor and major updates) on the status and progress of BDBV
diagnostics, therapeutics and vaccines (DTVs) availability and highlight immediate priority actions to
ensure products can be rapidly evaluated, manufactured, deployed, and equitably accessed by affected
communities.

On Day 45, we provide our latest major update on the status of BDBV diagnostics, therapeutics and
vaccines. This update also includes a deep dive on the Expression of Interest (EOI) process for
diagnostic candidates and the Emergency Use Listing (EUL) pathway and highlights the
priority actions needed to ensure products can be rapidly evaluated, manufactured, and
equitably accessed.

These updates are intended to support the work of partners and key initiatives and are developed in
consultation with implementing partners of the 100DM. We are open to feedback on the accuracy of our
data; please get in touch (info@ippsecretariat.org) if you have information to share.

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On day 45, there are no approved vaccines for Bundibugyo virus disease. The only licensed Ebola vaccine,
Ervebo®), is indicated for Zaire ebolavirus only. WHO SAGE does not recommend Ervebo® for use outside
controlled research settings in response to the current outbreak, in light of limited and inconclusive
evidence on cross-protection of rVSV-vectored Zaire ebolavirus vaccines against BDBV.

The Bundibugyo-specific vaccine pipeline remains at an early stage, with no candidates yet available for
deployment in clinical trials, and no Bundibugyo-specific vaccine expected to be available for near-term
outbreak deployment. A WHO Technical Advisory Group (TAG) has prioritised two candidates for near-term
evaluation: rVSV-BDBV-GP (IAVI), assessed as the most promising single-dose option for post-exposure
use, and ChAdOx1-BDBV (Oxford University/Serum Institute of India), the first candidate to complete
clinical-grade production — manufacturing of doses is nhow complete and pending release for clinical trials.
CEPI is funding accelerated development of both prioritised candidates, including Master Virus Seed stock
generation, clinical-grade manufacturing, and Phase 1 clinical trial preparation https://cepi.net/cepi-fast-
tracks-three-bundibugyo-ebolavirus-vaccine-candidates.

In addition, CEPI has committed up to $50 million to an mRNA-LNP candidate developed by Moderna,
supporting preclinical testing, Phase 1 trials, and simultaneous manufacturing of doses at scale to enable
Phase 2/3 trials to begin immediately if Phase 1 data supports progression. BARDA has additionally
awarded funding to Public Health Vaccines for two further rVSV-vectored BDBV vaccine candidates — one
developed in collaboration with the Public Health Agency of Canada, and a second based on research at
NIAID, with CEPI co-funding Master Viral Seed stock generation for the latter
https://www.phvaccines.com/downloads/Press%20Release-Jun-26.pdf.

United States and Tanzania Advance Global Fight Against Infectious Diseases Through
Bilateral Health Memorandum of Understanding

Today, the United States and Tanzania signed a five-year bilateral global health Memorandum of
Understanding (MOU) through the Trump Administration’s America First Global Health Strategy to save
lives, advance shared global health goals, and bolster Tanzanian self-sufficiency to address infectious
diseases and emerging health threats.

Building on decades of gains made through U.S. global health assistance to Tanzania, the United
States and Tanzania will act as co-investors under this MOU, jointly building a durable network of
hospitals, laboratories, and health care workers able to care for Tanzanians now and independently
address public health threats of the future. The United States will direct assistance to support
Tanzania’s health priorities and help Tanzania tap into American expertise in pharmaceuticals, health
innovation, and technology. Joint activities under this MOU aim to facilitate a sustainable transition
from the previous donor-recipient model to a new partnership that will help Tanzania finance, manage,
and sustain its health system over the long run, strengthening Tanzania’s ability to detect and respond
to infectious disease outbreaks. The five-year MOU also intends to sustain national control of HIV,
malaria, polio, and tuberculosis, and meet the needs of Tanzania’s growing population through
supporting maternal and child health.

The United States, working with Congress, intends to provide more than $1.3 billion over five years
under this MOU, and the United Republic of Tanzania intends to increase its domestic expenditures by
$1.8 billion in national funds over the same time period....

As of July 1, the State Department has signed 34 bilateral global health MOUs with Angola, Bolivia,
Botswana, Burkina Faso, Burundi, Cambodia, Cameroon, Cote d'Ivoire, the Democratic Republic of the
Congo, the Dominican Republic, El Salvador, Eswatini, Ethiopia, Guatemala, Guinea, Honduras, Kenya,
Lesotho, Liberia, Madagascar, Malawi, Mozambique, Niger, Nigeria, Panama, Papua New Guinea, the
Philippines, Rwanda, Senegal, Sierra Leone, South Sudan, Tajikistan, Tanzania, and Uganda.

Terminations

WASHINGTON—IJUNE 30, 2026—The U.S. Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) today
announced that Secretary Robert F. Kennedy, Jr. has signed determinations terminating the COVID-19
Emergency Use Authorization (EUA) declarations for drugs and biological products and for medical
devices, concluding that the circumstances that justified these emergency authorities no longer exist.
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“Americans deserve a regulatory system that is transparent, accountable, and rooted in the rule of
law,” said HHS Secretary Robert F. Kennedy, Jr. "By ending these COVID-19 emergency use
authorization declarations, we're reinforcing public confidence that emergency authorities are
temporary and targeted.”

The terminations will take effect following advance notice periods to ensure an orderly transition. The
declaration for drugs and biological products will terminate 12 months after the Secretary’s
determination, while the declarations for medical devices will terminate 180 days after the Secretary’s
determination.

The COVID-19 EUA declarations were first issued in 2020 to enable rapid access to medical products
during the pandemic. Since then, the public health landscape has changed substantially. FDA-
approved, cleared, and licensed products are now widely available through traditional regulatory
pathways, reliance on EUA products has declined, and manufacturers have had years to prepare for a
transition from emergency authorities.

The advance notice periods are designed to provide manufacturers, healthcare providers, health
systems, distributors, and patients adequate time to transition away from products authorized solely
under the COVID-19 EUA declarations. During this transition, HHS and the Food and Drug
Administration (FDA) will continue working with manufacturers on appropriate regulatory pathways for
products seeking traditional approval, clearance, or licensure...

Adverse Events After Same-Day COVID-19 and Influenza Vaccination Versus Influenza
Vaccination Alone

Abstract

Background: Safety studies of the COVID-19 vaccine have identified some adverse events. Yet newer
variant-updated formulations, along with increased hybrid immunity, may change these risks. Early-era
safety data may not reflect experience with updated formulations in more immune-experienced
populations.

Obijective: To evaluate 90-day risks for adverse events after coadministration of COVID-19 and
influenza vaccines compared with influenza vaccination alone, across bivalent, XBB-adapted, and KP-
adapted COVID-19 vaccine periods.

Design: Target trial emulation using electronic health care data.

Setting: U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs.

Participants: Participants receiving both COVID-19 and seasonal influenza vaccines (n = 705 124) and
those receiving only an influenza vaccine (n = 1813 205) between 1 September 2022 and 26 August
2025.

Intervention: Receipt of both COVID-19 and seasonal influenza vaccines versus receipt of only an
influenza vaccine.

Measurements: 90-day risks for 46 prespecified individual adverse events grouped into 3 composite
outcomes (tier 1, serious or life-threatening; tier 2, clinically significant; tier 3, less severe or self-
limiting), using weighted discrete-time survival models.
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Results: For all 3 composite outcomes, risks were similar between groups: tier 1 (risk ratio [RR], 1.03
[95% CI, 0.99 to 1.09]), tier 2 (RR, 0.99 [CI, 0.96 to 1.03]), and tier 3 (RR, 0.99 [CI, 0.96 to 1.02]). Of
the 46 individual adverse events, 2 tier-3 risks had nominal statistical significance: syncope (RR, 1.09
[CI, 1.02 to 1.17]) and tinnitus (RR, 0.95 [CI, 0.92 to 0.99]); no risks were statistically significant after
correcting for multiple comparisons. For all risks in tier 1 or tier 2, confidence bounds included 1.0 (no
effect). In period-stratified analyses, neither composite (tier) nor individual event estimates supported
differences in risks between groups.

Limitation: Generalizability and potential unmeasured confounding.

Conclusion: Same-day coadministration of COVID-19 and influenza vaccines was not
associated with an increased risk for adverse events in 3 updated-formulation periods.
These findings support the short-term safety of coadministration.

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The USA at 250: science in the new gilded age
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“A republic, if you can keep it.” As the USA commemorates 250 years since the signing of The
Declaration of Independence, the “if” in Benjamin Franklin's quip resonates more than ever. The
present US administration's injuries and usurpations to the nation's scientific institutions continue to
escalate. Some of these abuses have been interrupted by the courts, but damaging executive fiats
continue, including the Office of Management and Budget's (OMB) proposed new federal funding rule,
Regulation for Federal Financial Assistance. Critics have detailed how it will silence independent
experts, codify ideological censorship, prioritise politics over data, and erect new barriers to
international collaboration that will stifle federal institutions, academia, and industry alike. The Trump
administration's zero-sum approach to peace and prosperity is a folly that contrasts with the history of
intellectual freedom and international engagement that has characterised US leadership in health and
science.

250 years of US history has created a lot of science to celebrate: 329 Nobel laureates in physics,
chemistry, and physiology or medicine; 12 Abel Prizes and 15 Fields Medals. American scientists have
pioneered the iron lung and PET; heart surgery and organ transplantation. 200 years after inoculation
saved the Continental Army from smallpox at Valley Forge, the CDC led the WHO campaign to rid the
world of smallpox. Less than 1 year after the first diagnosis of COVID-19, Operation Warp Speed
yielded effective vaccines.

The USA has always put America first, but often with contributions from the same populations the
Trump administration now denounces as enemies and agitators. Of those 329 US Nobel laureates, 118
(36%) were born outside of the USA. Many emigrated as refugees fleeing violence and persecution.
Albert Sabin, inventor of the live-attenuated oral polio vaccine, arrived in the USA at age 15 years after
antisemitic pogroms forced his family to leave their native Poland. Jonas Salk's mother, to whom he
credited his interest in medicine that led to development of the first inactivated injectable polio vaccine,
was able to follow her sister to the USA at age 12 years thanks to family reunification policies that the
current administration derides as “chain migration.” Katalin Kariko, whose work on mRNA technology is
revolutionising modern vaccines, was already a highly skilled professional before an economic crisis in
Hungary shuttered her laboratory and sent her abroad to continue her research. Such achievements
have greatly strengthened the USA and benefited the world: the US administration needs to realise that
the two ideas are not mutually exclusive, but rather intimately entwined.

Brain gain is not limited to extraordinary achievements; 20% of physicians working in the USA were
born and educated abroad, and many help to fill critical shortages providing primary care in
underserved rural and urban communities. Nearly half (46%) of people with doctoral-level degrees
working in US science and engineering fields are foreign-born.
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The USA has long recognised the value of returning the favour. The federal government established
the Fulbright Scholarship programme to promote education and cultural exchange after World War 2.
Scholarships send students and researchers all over the world—both to and from the USA—with the
stipulation that they return to their home countries and use their experiences to the benefit of local
communities. Nearly 450 000 scholarships later, Fulbright alumni have become leaders in their fields,
including Mariano Barbacid who helped to isolate the first human oncogene and Rosalyn Yalow who
worked to develop the radioimmunoassay test. In 2025, political interference from the Trump
administration drove 11 of the 12 members of the Fulbright Foreign Scholarship Board to resign, and
their seats remain vacant.

41% of the science and engineering research published by US authors in 2024 included international
collaborators. However, in May of this year, NIH officials began requiring advanced permission for
foreign coauthorship, scrubbing international collaborations from progress reports, and demanding that
grantees promise to abandon foreign partnerships. The new OMB rule threatens to go even further.

Abstract

Background

Public and community engagement (PCE) in health research is increasingly promoted by research
organizations to strengthen their research culture However, barriers that may make researchers
hesitate to undertake PCE activities may be heightened in Global South research settings. To address
these challenges, we set up an award scheme at the Oxford University Clinical Research Unit (OUCRU)
across four research sites in Vietnam, Indonesia, and Nepal to enable researchers to incorporate public
engagement activities in their research.

Methods

The Seed Award scheme followed three steps: 1. A call for applications and funding decisions:
Researchers were invited to submit grant applications twice per year. Applications were reviewed and
funding decisions made by a committee including external reviewers. 2. Supporting and monitoring:
Successful awardees were supported to further develop their proposals, strengthen engagement
capacity and to plan evaluation. 3. Reporting and evaluation: Awardees were encouraged to conduct
evaluation throughout the activities and to submit an end-of-project report. The scheme itself was
evaluated using mixed methods.

Results

Between 2016-2022, 41 small grants were awarded. The majority of awards were granted to senior
researchers and research assistants. The rest of the awardees included the PhD students, clinical trial
coordinators and other departments such as the training department and public engagement
personnel. The PCE team supporting the scheme delivered 19 training sessions to help strengthen
awardees PCE capacity.

Conclusions

We conclude that the scheme made a profound impact in encouraging researchers to lead and be
involved with PCE activities. During this period, more researchers, of all grades, were active in
engagement projects. The scheme was improved by adding mentoring and training. In this paper, we
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describe the process of development and implementation of this award programme, which aims to
support and promote researcher-led public engagement and reflect on the challenges and lessons
learned.

Overview

The World Health Organization (WHO), through its Department of Regulation and Prequalification,
provides guidance to the United Nations Children’s Fund, other interested United Nations agencies,
Member States and international/intergovernmental organizations in their procurement decisions to
ensure that vaccines provided through the United Nations and international/intergovernmental agencies
for use in national immunization services in different countries are safe, effective and suitable for the
target populations at the recommended immunization schedules and with appropriate concomitant
products.

Since the last revision published in 2013 in TRS 978, the proposed changes reflect the experience
gained through interactions with stakeholders, new regulatory collaborations and implementation of the
procedure itself.

WMA - Declaration of Taipei Revision Launched /Ongoin

...The Declaration of Taipei tries to achieve a balance between the rights of individuals giving their
tissue or data for research and other purposes based on confidentiality and privacy rules while at the
same time recognising that health data has become a very powerful tool for increasing knowledge.

In analysing the scenarios that already exist for the use (and misuse) of health data and biobanks,
we came to the conclusion that the major risk scenarios may not result from science, but from the
commercial, administrative or political use of such data. Limiting our guidelines to research only would
have left us blind to the imminent risk of abuse from outside the field of medicine: commercialization,
cost-cutting and potential political abuse.

Therefore, in contrast to the Declaration of Helsinki, this policy aims to address any use of health
databases and biobanks excluding individual treatment and is not restricted to research. As physicians
are the primary custodians of confidential health information, they feel an obligation towards their
patients and other persons who entrust them with their data and specimens...

In April 2025, the WMA appointed a workgroup to initiate the revision process of this document. To
encourage as much global participation in the revision process as possible, the WMA is collaborating
with its members to host a series of regional meetings...
